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Imran & His Feathered 
Friends
Bird enthusiast and budding photographer 
Imran Amir fuels his passions at Tropicana

Oprah Winfrey once said, “Follow 
your passion; it will lead you to your 
purpose.” And teenager Imran Amir 
has certainly found his, coupling 
his fascination for birds with a keen 
interest in photography, eager to grow 
his collection having captured over 111 
species of birds on camera across the 
sprawling grounds of Tropicana Golf & 
Country Resort.

The 14-year-old uncovered his 
passion for birds two years ago, 
amplified at the onset of the global 
pandemic; having had to remain house-
bound, the bored youngster rummaged 
through some cupboards and stumbled 
upon an old Nikon camera belonging to 
his mother. Though at the time Imran 
didn’t know how to properly work the 
camera, he was determined to put it to 
good use, fuelled by his curiousity about 
wondrous winged creatures hiding in 
trees and dominating the skies.

Now, Imran isn’t just your usual, 
run-of-the-mill teenager, having been 
diagnosed when he was just 16 months 

old with Met (H) Type 1, an ultra rare 
blood disorder affecting one in one 
million people. As with almost if not 
all rare medical diseases, there is scant 
information on how to diagnose, treat 
and manage it. The medical world 
states that his condition is untreatable 
leaving most things to trial and error. 

Growing up, he faced a series of 
challenges in day-to-day life due to the 
disorder; he had trouble holding his 
head up and had various oro-motor, 
eye-hand coordination, balance and 
cognitive challenges. He was also 
extremely accident prone. Aside from 
various types of therapies, his mother 
spent time moving him from one 
kindergarten to another, thinking the 
more expensive the kindergarten, the 
better the care would be for him. First-
hand experience, however, completely 
obliterated that pre-conceived notion.

As a toddler, Imran would run a toy 
car over every page turned on a book, 
walk 2.5km daily and have an almost 
impossible reservoir of energy that 
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Brahminy Kite

tired everyone out. He would run hither 
and tither from one end of the room to 
another for hours. There were traumatic 
events where he tried to jump out of a 
bedroom window without having an 
inkling of the consequence! What were 
once peaceful lunches, dinners, grocery 
shopping became impossible outings 
for Imran’s parents, who instead had to 
watch him 24/7 to keep him safe and 
out of harm’s way. 

Around the time Imran turned 9, his 
mother was looking for ways to best keep 
him engaged and content in his passion 
for birds. She noticed that swimming 
and nature calmed his nervous system 
tremendously. Greenery provided much 
needed clean air as opposed to urban 
settings, while devices had the opposite 
effect, often setting him off into a state 
of hyperactivity and discontentment. 

Being around nature clearly was 
key; it helped Imran function at a 
healthy optimum level that would be 
rejuvenating for him and those who 
looked after him. 

Imran would notice things that 
other people would not, like a crack 
in the cement floor or a torn leaf. He 
would point it out and would want to 
figure out the cause. As those around 
him began to understand how his 

mind worked, life with Imran became 
a lot less strenuous. Through his keen 
interest in birds around Tropicana, he 
has found that they play important roles 
in biodiversity levels in specific areas.

Eager to learn more about nature, 
Imran has joined various practical 
outdoor activities in the jungle and 
attended theoretical courses run by 
local universities. University Malaya’s 
Rimba Ilmu Department provided 

several university-level nature courses 
for the public that covered almost all 
components of nature. Through which 
Imran learnt how to record bird counts 
fit for scientific studies. In tandem with 
this course, he became a member of the 
Budding Birdies Group that gathered 
people to various localities to bird-
watch. Imran has since become one of 
the best spotters, and today he can 
identify a bird simply by hearing its call.
